Paired papers address similar climate action topics while using different methodologies and types of data to develop new knowledge from different epistemic or worldview perspectives. 
You might find Chapter 7 in Graduate research methods in social work: A project-based approach (DeCarlo et al., 2019) to be useful (see Figure 1), even though it has a focus on social work. To help you stay on track, take field notes as you read to capture ideas and insights and save those that are not part of the immediate assignment for later reflection.
Working with your partner, begin by selecting two peer reviewed research papers from the list below (or of your own choice with the instructor’s approval). Discuss your understanding of the worldviews and the research reported in the papers you compare. You will each submit an original essay of 1500 (+/- 200) words, excluding references.
· Consider what research question was addressed, the suitability of the methods chosen and the worldview that guided the research. 
· Include a summary table to present brief comments on the similarities and differences between the papers. 
· Discussion: reference at least six other publications in support of your arguments, including one paper addressing Indigenous knowledge and Creswell and Creswell (2018), who use the term worldview as meaning “a basic set of beliefs that guide action”.
